St. Patrick Fine Arts School.

Transportation services are provided to school at
the beginning of the school day and from school
at the end of the school day to the student's
primary residence.  Students are not permitted
to ride the bus to a friend's or relative's house,
daycare, parent's workplace, etc....

The Transportation Coordinator utilizes
Government approved software to calculate the
distance that a student lives from their
designated school. This official distance informs
both eligibility and funding.
